EMS-to-ED trilogy: Resuscitation, handover and stabilization 
Building Lobby, Plenary Speech II, 13.30- 14.30

Emergency Medical Technician-Paramedics (EMT-P) are the highest level of prehospital 
healthcare providers in Taiwan. Part of their curriculum includes hospital-based training, 
which helps them to differentiate critically ill patients and offer appropriate interventions. 
The authentic patient simulator can provide opportunities to EMT-P to practice proce-
dures on virtual major trauma patients without compromising patient safety. Further-
more, the scenario can be extended to contain the handover process and continuous  
ED care.

Afterward he joined Chang Gung University 
and served as Dean of General Affairs, Chairman of Physiology and 
Pharmacology Department, and Associate Dean of Medical Col-
lege.
